The Electronic Aids to Daily Living Team includes:

· an Occupational Therapist
· two Engineers
The team liaises with other health care professionals and family members when appropriate to promote an interdisciplinary, client-centred approach to service delivery.
Our Services

The Electronic Aids to Daily Living Team provides:

· in-depth consultation

· physical/functional assessment

· equipment trials

· technology prescription/recommendations

· equipment modifications

· equipment design and development
· education of client, care-givers and health care professionals

· training and follow-up

The team considers the integration of the client’s electronic aids to daily living needs with mobility, 

augmentative communication and writing aids when planning access to technology.

The team also provides consultation to attendant care facilities, group homes or other service organizations for people with disabilities.

The service offers an equipment resource centre with a variety of manufacturers’ products on display and available for client trials.
